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Mission Statement:

Explanation of Mission Statement:

· Cell based – small groups of between 10 and 15 will always be the core of our church.  Groups where people can love and be loved, be valued for who they are, be missed when they are not there, and can contribute to the life of the church through their gifting and spiritual life.

· Word of Faith – we believe the Bible is the inspired revelation of God's nature and God's will.  The Bible is without error, infallible and the primary source of authority for the Christian.  Preaching from the Bible brings faith, and faith changes the world.

· Family – we will build our church life around strong families.  Our primary mission is to win families to Jesus Christ, see strong and restored marriages, and help families raise their children well, get out of debt and know how to walk in the will of the Lord which includes being in health and prospering in every area of life.  For those without family, we intend to be like family to them, showing them the love and acceptance of Jesus Christ through our actions.

Vision:

Our vision is to plant healthy cell based word of faith family churches across London, the UK, Europe and the world. 
Explanation of Vision:

· Church planting - Tree of Life is not an arbitrary name.   God commanded us to name the church Tree of Life because God intends for it to grow and reproduce.  Our vision is to raise up pioneers who can launch cell churches, learning from our wisdom – and our mistakes – that know the Word and that can impact families for the kingdom of God.

· Healthy Churches – healthy churches are churches that balance grace and faith, which build people up not on the gifting of one man or on emotion, but on the eternal truths of the Word of God.  Where people know God and know they are loved, where people are trained and can develop their gifting, where people are growing from faith to faith, from strength to strength and from glory to glory.
· Across London, the UK, Europe and the World – our goal is before the Lord returns or before we return to Him, to have over 50 churches in London, 50 across the UK, 50 across Europe and 50 across the rest of the world.

Tree of Life Goals for 2009:
· To have a 3-5 day healing crusade in August of this year, with at least 50 in attendance and 10 salvations (“Wonderful News Crusade”)

· To advertise this in local paper and on the radio

· To have someone lead worship for each night

· To produce leaflets or fliers and distribute them across the area
· To begin monthly street evangelism on the first Saturday of the month starting in June.

· To have a venue for our Sunday services which is of appropriate size and affordable

· To return to Fulwell Cross Library for our Thursday evening sessions

· To attend Faith Camp (1st-8th August) and to pay for anyone to go who cannot afford to go.

· To have 20 adults attending regular services by the end of the year

· To start a youth Bible study (11-16s) in the week or on Sunday

· To have a rudimentary Sunday School (for 5-11s)

· To be running a crèche 

· For everyone in the church to be baptized in the Holy Spirit with evidence of speaking in tongues

· To have everyone in the church comfortable with prophesying, laying hands on the sick and sharing their faith.

· To have an outside speaker come in December to talk about families for a Sunday.
